The new Volunteer Code of Conduct is due February 10, if you need a link to the online code let me know and I will forward it to you.

I spoke with Mark Tyle regarding clarification for the KSMT:
-Regarding promotion of the Iron Man on the AMTA-KY website: Mark saw no reason KSMT could not promote this on the website.

-Regarding non-member participation: Mark said that non-members cannot do massage under the KSMT banner, however non-members could participate if they were not doing massage (i.e. paperwork or other duties). He said there were several reasons the primary being liability and participating being a perk of membership.

-Regarding Tri-4 Freedom. AMTA-KY cannot donate directly to any organization; member contributions can only directly benefit the membership. Acceptable options would be either a donation jar or a contribution for service (i.e. get a ten min massage and proceeds go to Tri-4 Freedom). It should also be stated that the money should not go through AMTA-KY's account, the proceeds should go through a representative for the organization or directly into an envelope.

I spoke with Ron Precht, AMTA’s communication dept, regarding the U of K project. I received a “Doodle Request” today to discuss the project further with Dr. Elder, I will report back our conversation.

Communications Report
I have not heard back from Kinna with my website questions. I requested redirect instructions on Jan. 13th with ZERO response from National. Today, Feb 9th I heard from Systems Insight with the following instructions…

Hi Caren,
I think I might be able to help on some of those questions...
- Existing Domain / Redirect
You currently manage the domain name registration at GoDaddy.  Within GoDaddy's control panel you can change the DNS and/or forwarding settings so that the amtaky.org domain automatically redirects all requests to the new, ky.amtamassage.org site.  Currently, GoDaddy is pointing requests to our servers which are then forwarding on to the new site.  Making this change will remove us from the picture totally for the website.
- Google Apps / Email
This is technically set up independent of our servers/services, so there isn't really anything you need to do.  You can use that without our involvement.
Any other questions, etc., let me know.

It is beyond me why I cannot get support from National with the New Website. Lisa had the same frustration leading to one of the reasons she has left her position. Needless to say, I AM VERY FRUSTRATED! I will be working this week on the suggestions from Systems Insight…by the way…they are still our Host until this final step is complete.  So that means OUR Chapter is paying for a service that National should be taking over.
